Reinforcing the daily theme and Bible story throughout the day.

(Session 1l). You can leave when parents pick up students.

Project Pointe Assistants(Pre-K - Gr.5) are responsible for:
* Assisting Leaders in a specific classroom setting
* Helping students who come with their leaders to learn and do crafts
* Helping prepare craft activities for each day.
* Clean up and Set up daily
* Be involved with Opening & Closing in the Sanctuary

Lifeguard Lagoon Assistants(Pre-K — Gr.5) are responsible for:
* Assisting Storytelling Leaders in retelling the story and with activities
* Helping students who come with their leaders to learn and participate in telling the story
* Helping prepare story activities for each day, perform puppet skits
* Clean up and Set Up daily
* Be involved with Opening and Closing in the Sanctuary

Fun Time Falls Assistants(Pre-K — Gr. 5) are responsible for:
* Helping plan and lead students in outdoor games (indoor if raining).
» Safety is the primary concern when leading recreation and games.
* Be involved with Opening and Closing in the Sanctuary

Child Care Assistant is responsible for:
® Arriving at 9:00 a.m(session 1&3)12:30( session 2) and leaving after parents have picked up children.
* Assisting with infants and toddlers whose parents are teaching
* Keeping Nursery clean and organized

Coconut Cafe Assistants are responsible for:
* Checking in with Kitchen leaders each day
* Helping prepare and delivering snacks each day
* Assisting in clean-up

Age 3 Assistants are responsible for:
* Assisting adults in the class for 3 year old children.
